


Dale and Janice Brueggemann 
are Eurasia missionary-educators. We teach and preach, 
and we contribute to institutional, faculty, and curricu-
lum development wherever we go.

Institutional development
Janice and I have developed libraries, from a small library of a few hundred volumes that 
we catalogued in Sofia, Bulgaria to a 20,000 volume seminary library that we purchased, 
catalogued, and shipped to Kiev, Ukraine. We’ve laid out curriculum models for schools 
from two-year through seminary-level programs. We’ve done institutional and staff de-
velopment seminars all over Eurasia, at the levels of region, area, country, and individual 
school. We’ve chaired and served on planning committees and boards from schools from 
Spain to India to the Ukraine.

Teaching and preaching
Before seeking a missions appointment, Dale completed a Ph.D. in Old Testament stud-
ies and taught at two of our stateside colleges. Everywhere we travel, we teach. Janice has 
taught study skills to the students and office administration to the faculty and staff. Dale 
has taught Bible and theology courses at every level, from two-year certificate programs to 
BA, MA, MDiv, ThM, and PhD programs.

Faculty development
We’ve done faculty development seminars at the region, area, country, and individual school 
level. Dale has taught MA, MDiv, and ThM courses in India and Ukraine, where most of 
the schools’ graduates will end up teaching in Bible schools throughout their regions.  In 
addition, Dale mentored two recent Indian PhDs. We invited one to come stay with us in 
Cambridge, England so he could use the library facilities at Tyndale House, which is one 
of the three most important biblical studies libraries in the world. He formally supervised 
a successful dissertation for another, who had struggled with the process at two institutions 
but clearly had potential to succeed at the doctoral level. Dale hopes to do more of that.

Curriculum development
We’ve planned and outlined curriculum for schools that range from the two-year certifi-
cate level to the MA and MDiv levels. Dale has written courses for MDiv-level extension 
study throughout Southern Asia. And in the future, Dale will begin writing very practical, 
cross-culturally aware Bible school courses in Bible and Theology for the Faith & Action 
series. This series is winning broad and enthusiastic acceptance for how cross-culturally 
aware and practically oriented it is. The only complaint is, “How soon is the whole curricu-
lum going to be done!” Well, we’re going to work on that with might and main.



What we’ve been doing
Thank you for your partnership with the Brueggemanns these last fifteen years. 

Teaching and organizing:  •	 Janice and I have been able to contribute personally to 
that effort in many places: Bulgaria, Russia, Romania, Ukraine, Czech Republic, 
Slovenia, Siberia, Kyrgyzstan, India, Pakistan, Sri Lanka, Poland, Austria, Lithu-
ania, and Latvia. I think I got all of them. We’ve taught courses, catalogued libraries, 
and taught the staff office administration.
Conferences: •	 We organized repeated all-Eurasia educational conferences on the 
development and accreditation of ministerial education. We’ve also participated 
as speakers to various area or countrywide conferences, such as the CIS/Baltics, 
Southern Asia, Balkans, and Southern Asia, Sri Lanka.
Writing: •	 Dale has written curriculum models for schools at all levels, from two-year 
certificate programs through BA and MDiv levels. He has written an MDiv-level 
extension course on Old Testament Poets & Wisdom literature, and is preparing to 
write various courses on preaching from the Bible in the Faith & Action series.
Mentoring: •	 Dale has mentored faculty and administration at the various schools. For 
example,  Dale has supervised the PhD work of two faculty colleagues in India.

When we first took our missions appointment fifteen years ago, the development of ministerial education for 
the post-Soviet world was the pressing issue. Now all of those new schools are running, gaining their appropri-
ate accreditation, and advancing in the quality and numbers of trained ministers they produce.

Now we hope to turn considerable attention to the Muslim world of the Middle East and Central Asia. Right 
now, it looks like our earliest work when we return to the field is going to be among the Muslims of the Middle 
East, and we hope to continue and expand our work among the Muslims of Central Asia, which includes all 
the -stans, plus Azerbaijan, Iran, and Turkey. Yes it’s possible. Yes, now is the time.

The next decade
What we hope to being doing for the next two terms as we continue our work in Eurasia

World Missions: The Biblical Mandate•	 . The Bible goes far beyond Mat-
thew 28:19ff in setting out the “great commission.” It begins as early as 
there were any people especially called the people of God (Gen 12:1–3) 
and continues throughout all the Old Testament until it comes to its 
thundering conclusion (Rev 19:6).
Typology: A Key Basis for Understanding Biblical Theology.•	  The Bible 
makes pervasive use of typology, and it’s something far more solid and 
clear than the typical attempts to make every number, fabric, and metal 
mean something while studying the tabernacle.
Psalms: Christian Hymnal and Prayer Book•	 . Jesus Christ the Lord pro-
vides a clear way to understand the whole book of Psalms as Christian 
Scripture.
Proverbs: Practical Wisdom from Above•	 . Think of the little girl’s prayer: 
“Dear Jesus, make the bad people good, and make the good people 
nice.”
Gifts of the Spirit•	 . This seminar aims to help your congregation to under-
stand each of the gifts, to discern their proper exercise, and to minister 
in the body using whatever gifts God has given them.
The Ten Commandments: A Christian Reading•	 . We try to keep atheists 
from taking them out of our nation’s courtrooms, but do we really know 
how to read each commandment as a Christian imperative without fall-
ing under the Law again?

Initial Physical Evidence: A Case from Biblical Theology and from Church •	
History. 
How to Read the Old Testament as Christian Scripture (2 Tim 3:16–17)•	 . 
Do your church members know their way around the Old Testament 
and revere it as God’s Holy Word? If the answer is no, it might be 
because they lack an overall understanding of how to use it without 
falling into legalism.
Divine Healing: A Biblical Theology•	 . Don’t let modern charlatans remove 
prayer for divine healing from your church’s practice and hope.
Various Old Testament Book Studies•	 . Any of the five books of the Penta-
teuch, any of the twelve Minor Prophets, Ezekiel, Daniel, or Job. De-
pending upon the audience and time available, we could do consider-
able study in an individual book.
